MINUTES

A special mesting of the Board of Directors of the Tehachapi~Cummings
County Water District was held Friday, July 21, 1967, 9:00 A, M, at the above
location., Present were Directors Patterson, Backes and Carroll; Engineer John
Reaves; Manager Bob Jasper, Ernest Veenstra, and Citizens' Advisory Committee
Vice-Chairman. Louis Breault, '

John Reaves reported on his recent meeting in Sacramento with the Buream
of Reclamation relative to the District's Application for funds under P.L. 98L.

Mr, Reaves was told by the Bureau of Reclamation they would not accept the
soil survey made by the Soil Conservation Service; that they would have ito make
their own soil survey and classification, the maximum price for which would be
25¢ per acre,

After considerable discussion about the amount of time and money spent on
the previous soil survey and classification report by the Soil Conservation Service,
it was thought advisable to make some contacts in an endeavor to find out whether
the soil classifications could be re-coded to fulfill the Bureau's requirements,
and thus avoid the time and expense of another soil survey,

Mr, Reaves displayed the service area map, Discussion was held on areas in
Cummings Valley, Tshachapi and Sand Caﬁyon not included within the boundaries of the
present service area, Imported water may be furnished only to the sreas specified
on the service area map filed with the Application, It would require going back to
the Bureau and getting written permission to service any area not within the
boundaries,

In considering additional lands which should be included in the service area
there are two things to be considered: (1) the cost of a second soil survey by the
Bureau of Reclamation at approximately 25¢ per acre, and (2) the interest payable
on the loan for the proportionate amount of land to be served in exocess of 160
acres under single ownership. It is to the District's advantage to cut down on
costs by giving realistic figures for the service ares.

Problems and possibilities of storage and recharge were also discussed,

Mr, Reaves stated that their analyses now indicate that a facility to carry the
full 20,000 acre feet is the most feasible plan., The cost of such a project would

be approximately $6,600,000. The original project considered was estimated at
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$5,000,000, which figure did not include any reservoir costs, and was for a 10,006
acre foot capacity. The Larger figure also includes six more miles of pipeline
and $83,000 for a reservoir, as well as the full 20,000 acre feet capacity.
Actual boundafies of the service srea will not be decided upon until Mr.
Reaves and Bob Jasper have had an opportunity to determine whether the soil survey
made by the Soil Conservation Service can be re-coded to the satisfaction of the
L_j Bureau of Reclamations,

The meeting adjourned,

MINUTES

A special meeting of the Board of Directors of the Tehachapi-Cummings County
Water District washeld Monday, August 7, 1967 - 12 noon at Trusty's Restaurant,
Those present were: Directors Jacobsen, Backes, Sasia, Carroll and Patterson;

Mark Hicks, Tehachapi Soil Conservation District; Earl Judge, U, S. Soil Conservation
Service; J. B. Edmiston and Don Simpson, City of Tehachapi; Jack Osborn and Joe Toth
of McIntire & Quiros; representing Pacific Cascade Properties,

The meeting was called to order by President Jacobsen for the purpose of
considering information on flood control problems and possible solutions to these
problems in the area south of Tehachapi Valley. He then gsked for any available
information from Osborn and Toth and what would be expected of any local agency in

| regard to their proposal.

Mr, Toth posted a revised version of the tentative map to be submitted to
the county for approval, He stated they have been attempting to work out a possible
cost estimate for improving the channel. There is an estimate of approximately
$119,000.00 for this improvement which includes six street crossings at an approxi-
mate cost of $9,000,00 each, Final surveys are in process to pinpoint alignments of

the properties involved,
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The County Board of Supervisors came to no final conclusion on this
matter, and made a motion to tske this under study and possibly come up with an
agreement with éome local agency to assume responsibility for construction of the
channel, Board of Supervisors stated they did not wish to become involved due to
lack of facilities, etc, Jordon was to look into the legality of a third party
contract and get the information to the people of this area.

President Jacobsen then asked if they had looked into the possibility
of another route for this channel in order to avoid going into the Griffith #rea.
This would also cut the cost considerably, It was agreed this would be a real
logical move and the problem of rights of way would be greatly reduced,

A discussion was then held in regard to what percentage this development
would be adding to the channel. Toth stated approximately 2/3 of the development
would be routed over to the west., Don Simpson stated it would seem they would be
responsible only for what the development has, ‘Osborn explained this was a good
approach if the County had an idea they would not be participating in this. BHe
continued to say it will be difficult to persudde the County to accept the plan but
there would be more of a chance if a local agency or the city agreed to it. Toth
stated it seems if there was an agency set up to assume responsibility, the county
would not be involved except at the County road éfossings.

Mark Hi ds stated the Soil Conservation District has hydrology studies -
on all of the watershed to High Line Road,

President Jacobsen then pointed out that regardless of what the actual
engineering problems are, we have principles involved, The Water District represents
a large area with a great variety of flood control problems in each area, and possibly
a prod control district governing this area could be formed., This was discussed
and Ca;roll stated if it is in the powers of the Water District to form such a
district this could be a logical solution, Carroll further stated he believed the
Counfy Counsel now feels the County would not be able to transfer all liability to
an agency. They will still have some obligation in this, They were looking for a
solution to their liability wﬁere they might be completely relieved in regard to damaée
of properties below., but found this is not possible. Sasia then stated he felt
the Tehachapi District would be responsible for damage if a district is formed within g,}
a district., Carroll stated if there is damage the County would not be completely
relieved of liability. Sasia then stated he felt the Tehachapi District would be

responsible for damage if a district is formed within a district. Carroll stasted if
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there is damage the County would not be completely relieved of liability.,

Sasia then pointed out the district will have similar problems in all areas
and will be approached by others for solutions. He stated he feels the district
must be careful how this problem is handled, Also, that other parts of the
district would not feel they should contribute to this project. President Jacobsen
stated the cost of this particular project should be paid by those who benefit from
it, If it were necessary to set up a newposition to handle this, the wages would
be paid'by the area involved. This would be a Special Improvement District. This
district has the power to form such an improvement district but the particulars on
damage will have to be taken up with Attorney Whelan, along with the question of
responsibility,

Mayor Edmiston was asked.if he felt he could submit this to the people as a
reasonable proposal to vote on. Edmiston stated he personally feels the people
directly benefiting should pay the bill, Others would take a dim view of it.
Simpson then pointed out-that only the people within the improvement district would
have a voie.

Pacific Cascade Properties will contribute $50,000 toward the improvement of
the channel, plus 250 acres of land for the P,L. 566 Project.

A discussion was then held concerning this particular problem and the P.L. 566
Project, which will eventually be one problem. Carroll suggested this district
prepare a letter to the Board of Supervisor stating the district has been considering
the responsibility of the P.L. 566 project, and point out we are reviewing the flood
damage problem within this area in question, and feel confident this plan will be
implemented at some time in the future. Also point out .that the fforts of the city,
Soil Conservation Service, and our district are being coordinated, A letter of this
type would not be obligating anyone to anything and just might be helpful to Pacific
Cascade in their meeting with the Board of Supervisors. Toth then asked if this
would imply an agency would be set up. Jacobsen stated the district can't say there
will be, but that we are contemplating submitting this idea to thearea. He further
stated he didn't feel this Board at this time is in a position to be able to say
definitely. |

It was pointed out that the work proposed within this proposed subdivision is
exactly that which the Soil Conservation District has proposed in the P,L, 566

VProject. A portion of the project then would be done by Pacific Cascade, Carroll
stated he felt all were in agreement this will be beneficial to the P.L. 566
Project, to the city and would also bring a contribution from a taxpayer coming
into the area, He again suggested a letter from this Board might be helpful, and

stated the Board of Supervisors meet tomorrow,
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Sasia stated he can see the need for a project in the near future to
divert water from the city, and the proposal by Pacific Cascade to help with such
a project is a good one and will help the city., He further stated he feels the
District's first responsibility is to go ahead with the imported water for
Tehachapi and wouldn't want to do anything that would make the people feel the
District is forgetting its main purpose, Extra help would be required for a
special district and he feels the city should take the lead. Jacobsen pointed
out the city is limited on their taxing outside of the city limits. An agency is
needed other than the city.

Backes stated he sees no other district today that sits in a position
more perfectly designed for this particular problem,

It was agreed the district should proceed with caution on this matter
and turn it over to Attorney Whelan for study. dJacobsen pointed out to Mr, Osborn

"and Mr, Toth that this is the first time the Board has had a chance to look at
this problem and it is his hope that much of the financial burden can be removed by
relocating the channel to the west in order to eliminate the removal of houses, etc,

Toth stated they will follow through with an sttempt to relocate the
channel, arrive at final cost estimates, and ask the County if they can participate
in the street crossings. Jacobsen said this would help the district in arriving at
a decision that will be helpful to Pacific Cascade,

It was agreed by the Board that a letter would be drafted following the
meeting and receivé each Board member's approval before it is submitted to the County
Board of Supervisors,

President Jacobsen closed the meeting by stating he realizes the Pacific
Cascade's need for a more concrete answer but the district would like to help all it
can and will proceed on that basis,

The meeting was adjourned at 2:30 P.M, by President Jacobsen,
